(As the bride and groom stand, the witnesses come forward and stand on either side of them. The congregation remains seated)

BLESSING OF RINGS

Celebrant:

EXCHANGE OF RINGS

(The bridegroom places his wife’s ring on her finger)

take this ring as a sign of my love and fidelity. In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

LIFTING OF THE VEIL

Celebrant:
By the power vested in me by the Church, I now pronounce you husband and wife.

PRAYER OF THE FAITHFUL 

Celebrant:
Let us pray with confidence to our Heavenly Father that He will bless Name and Name in their marriage, and keep them united in constant love. May they pray together in joy and sorrow always giving praise and thanks to God.

Commentator:
After each prayer our response will be:   Lord hear our prayer

1. We pray for Name and Name now united in Holy Matrimony, that they be granted true Christian happiness, we pray to the Lord; (R)

2. We pray that they grow in their love and understanding of each other, we pray to the Lord; (R)

3.  We pray that the new family they are founding be a living example of Christian love to their neighbours, we pray to the Lord; (R)

4.  We pray that they will welcome, cherish and bring up as good Christians 

 the children God may give them, we pray to the Lord; (R)

5.  We pray that all of us gathered here remain united with them through

     friendship and prayer, we pray to the Lord; (R)

NUPTIAL BLESSING

Holy Father, creator of the universe,

maker of man and woman in your own likeness,

source of blessing for the married life,

we humbly pray to you for this bride

who today is united with her husband

in the bond of marriage.
